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Rules and Regulations:

1. The stall application fee structure is as follows:

· Food stalls: $50 (members), $80 (non-members), $150 (commercial vendors)
· Other stalls: $120 (members), $150 (non-members), $180 (commercial vendors)
2. Please note that to avail of members' rate, all the participants of the given stall must be HMM members for 2012. On the application form, please fill out the names of all individuals who would be attendants at the particular stall.
3. Only two stalls of the same food item shall be allowed, i.e. if there is one stall of “batata-wadas”, only one more stall of “batata-wadas” will be accepted. HMM’s current members will be given preference over non-members; within members, it’ll be on “first-come first served” basis.

4. Space is limited and preference will be given to HMM members. In case of over-subscription, there will be a limit of one stall per family.
5. The maximum number of items served at a food stall will be limited to two. 

6. Readymade food items will not be permitted. The participants should cook the food themselves.

7. Cooking or frying will not be permitted within the Hall. Only warming of food will be allowed. Participants should get their own equipment for warming. Electric connection can be provided if specifically requested in the form.

8. The participants may put posters on stall tables to advertise their food item or non-food item. Posters and/or advertisement banners of any other kind will not be permitted in the Hall
9. HMM will provide one table and two chairs per stall. A few extra chairs can be provided on advance request. 

10. Food stall participants should bring their own plates, spoons, napkins and trash bags. They should also clear the stall space provided to them at the end of the day.

11. The event will start at 4 p.m. Participants should arrive at the event venue at 3 p.m. for setting up their stalls. The event will conclude at 7 p.m.
